‘Fancy Book Folder’ 
You need:  
A file folder  
Lined paper  
Unlined paper  
Crayons  
Glue  
 

Directions:  
The front of the folder:  
 

1. On the front cover of the file folder draw a picture about your book.  
 

2. At the top of your picture write the Title of the book and the Author’s 
Name. Use a capital letter at the beginning of each word in the title and the 
author’s name.  
 

3. At the bottom of your picture write your name.  
 
The inside of the folder:  
 

4. Write a summary of the book on a sheet of lined paper. At the top of the 
paper write the word Summary. Then write one sentence telling who the 
characters were. Next write one sentence about what happened in the 
beginning of the story, one sentence about what happened in the middle of 
the story and one sentence about your favorite part of the book. Then glue 
this sheet of paper on the inside left of the folder.  
 

5. On half a sheet of unlined paper write Important Event at the top. Then 
draw a picture of one important event in the story. Glue this sheet of paper 
on the inside of the folder at top of the right side.  
 

6. On half a sheet of lined paper write My Opinion at the top. Then write one 
sentence telling whether you did or did not like the book. Also write at least 
one sentence about why you did or did not like the book  
 
The back of the folder:  
 

7. On the back of the folder draw a picture of each of the important 
characters in the book. The characters are important if they talk about them 
a lot in the book. Underneath each character write their name.
